II1. Headquarters of the Board:

The Headquarters of the State Planning Board will be in Shimla. The Board
may, however, meet at any other place as and when considered necessary.



IV. Functions:
The functions of the Board are as under:-

¢ To determine the Plan priorities for State in the light of overall National
objectives.

e To assess the man-power and financial resources and their organizational and
institutional capabilities.

e To assess the level of development in important sectors for the State as a whole
as well as for various districts and regions.

e In the light of above, formulate a long term perspective plan for the most
effective and balanced utilization of State resources.

e To assist the State Government in the formulation of the five year plans and
annual plans and evolve a short term strategy (Five Year Plan) for planned
development after examination of different approaches so as to achieve maximum
growth rate keeping in view Social justice.

e To identify factors which tend to retard the economic and social development of
the State and determine conditions to be established for successful execution of
the plan.

e To suggest policies and programmes for removing the imbalances prevailing in
various regions in the State and to assist in the formulation of the district
plans/area Plans.

e To review the progress of implementation of the plan programmes and
recommend such adjustments in policies and measures as the review may
indicate.

e To make critical appraisal of on-going programmes leading to a determination of
the extent to which some of the identified on-going programmes of projects
would need to be continued.

e To review the implementation of plan projects and other development schemes.

e To advise on the problem of unemployment and suggest ways and means for
tackling it.

e To advise on such other matters connected with the economic development as
may be assigned by the State Government.

e To make such interim or ancillary recommendations as appear to it to be
appropriate for facilitating the discharge of duties assigned or on a consideration
of the prevailing economic conditions, current policies, measures and
development programmes or an examination of such specific problems as may be
referred to it for advice by the State Government.

e To collect and analyse information/data regarding Plan schemes.

e To review the working of Government Corporations, Boards and suggest means
for their improvement.

e To highlight difficulties being faced in the implementation of the plan schemes at
district level and suggestions to over come them.

e To evaluate various projects/corporations according to the directions of
Chairman.

State Annual Plan size amounting to Rs. 4100.00 crore for the year 2013-14 was
discussed and approved. The Planning Commission, Government of India has also
approved the Plan size recommended by the State Planning Board amounting to
4100.00 crore for the year 2013-14.



3.2. HEADQUARTERS:

The Administration Division does routine Administrative and Personnel
Management and other related works such as recruitment, promotion, confirmation,
transfers / postings, disciplinary actions / proceedings, budget, accounts, reply of audit /
CAG / PAC paras, store & stock and other miscellaneous works assigned to it. During
the year under report, the Administrative Division of the department has performed the
above mentioned works / duties.



II. PLAN FORMULATION DIVISION:

1. Preparation of State’s Draft Annual Plan (2014-15) Document

¢ A series of meetings with concerned departments were convened in the month of
October, 2013 under the Chairmanship of Pr. Secretary (Planning) to the Govt. of
H.P. to discuss the plan priorities of the departments for Annual Plan (2014-15).

¢ The guidelines for preparation of detailed Annual Plan document for the year
2014-15 were issued to all concerned departments requesting them to send
detailed Plan proposals.

¢ On scrutiny of departmental proposals and analysis of data collected from
departments for various heads of development, a draft annual plan (2014-15)
document has been prepared for the meeting of State Planning Board for its
approval which was held on 27" January, 2014. The State Government proposed
the size of Annual Plan for the year (2014-15) at Rs. 4400 crore. The Sector —

¢ Due to Lok Sabha Election the detailed draft annual plan (2014-15) document
could not be finalised and the same is under preparation for the official level
sectoral discussion and Deputy Chairman, Planning Commission.

2. Miscellaneous:

As per the directions of Planning Commission, Govt. of India the
correspondences regarding restructuring of Centrally Sponsored Schemes have been
made between concerned Administrative Secretaries/ Head of departments as well as
Govt. of India time to time. Besides this, other correspondence like Voluntary Sector,
Public Private Partnership and follow up action on minutes of National Development



Council and Deputy Chairman-Hon’ble Chief Minister level meetings for the year
2013-14 has also been made with concerned departments.

III. PLAN IMPLEMENTATION DIVISION:

After passing of budget from Vidhan Sabha, the implementation of plan
budget starts in following ways: -

1. This division examines proposals of diversion and re-appropriation received from
different departments thoroughly. Keeping in view the importance and priorities
of the cases, diversions / re-appropriations are permitted.

2. Additionalities are provided from those schemes/Heads, which have the
possibility of low intensity of expenditure. A cut is imposed on such schemes in
order to provide additionalities in other schemes, which are of utmost importance.

3. This division also arranges meetings with concerned departments to sort out
matters of additionalities to dispose-off cases promptly.

4. During the period under report, proposals on diversions and re-appropriations
were called from all departments through concerned Administrative Departments
(ADs) in respect of Earmarked & Non-earmarked Sectors for scrutiny and
examination.

5. During the year under report, 378 references from different departments for
obtaining advice on their departmental files had been received and were
examined, processed and departments were suitably advised after obtaining prior
approval of the competent authority.

6. To smoothen Plan Implementation in consonance with budget, the entire plan has
been linked with budget through software for this purpose.

In addition to this, following activities were undertaken by the Plan
Implementation during the period under reference:-

1.  Review of Quarterly Progress Reports/ Quarterly Review Meetings:

This division has been entrusted with the responsibility to monitor the financial
and physical progress achieved under different heads of development under Plan.

Following quarter-wise norms for Plan expenditure/ACA related schemes under
various Head of Developments have been fixed:-

The revised proposal of outlays alongwith scheme of financing, plan expenditure
of Annual Plan 2013-14 upto December, 2013 and audited expenditure for the Annual
Plan 2012-13 were supplied to Finance Ministry and Planning Commission, Govt. of
India to enable State Government in getting withheld Central Assistance released.

Plan Performance Review Meeting of Annual Plan, 2013-14 and 20-Point
Programme (upto 30/9/2013) was held on 13"™ November, 2013 under the Chairmanship
of Shri Ram Lal Thakur, Hon’ble Chairman, State Level Planning, Development &
Twenty Point Programme Review Committee.

2. Quarterly Budget Authorization:

A new system of Quarterly Budget Authorization has been started from the year
1999-2000. Accordingly, quarterly budget authorization for the year 2013-14 was given
to all departments and quarterly progress reports on financial spending were collected
from the departments for review.

3. Budget Assurances:

This Division monitored the progress of Implementation of Budget Assurances
given during the Budget Speech. The information from nodal departments was collected
and compiled.

4. Pending issues with Government of India:

Pending issues with Government of India is a compilation of the important
matters / issues which were pending with Gol.

During 2013-14, a document of these pending issues was prepared and sent to the
Hon’ble Members of Parliament and H.P. Cadre Officers in Government of India for
taking up these matters with the concerned Departments/ Ministries of Government of
India. All these issues raised by the different departments with Government of India
were compiled in single document alongwith photocopies of the letters under
correspondence.

5. Centrally Sponsored Schemes:

Centrally Sponsored Schemes have a very important place in the economy of the
State as these schemes supplement the State's resources. At present various Centrally
Sponsored Schemes either 100% or shared in some ratio between Centre and State are in
progress. This Division had tendered advices to the implementing departments on
financial implications of CSS and their counterpart state provisions in plan.

IV. BACKWARD AREA SUB-PLAN (BASP) DIVISION:

State Government has evolved a concept of Backward Area Sub Plan for
identifying and mitigation of micro-regional disparities in the level of development.
During the year 1995-96, H.P. Government, in consonance with the budget speech of
Hon’ble Chief Minister, framed a comprehensive policy for backward areas which is
under implementation since then in Himachal Pradesh. The Backward Area Sub-Plan



policy is amended from time to time as per the decision of the State Government. The
salient features of the policy are as under:-

(a)  The Backward Area Sub Plan comprises of three categories:-
() _Backward Blocks: All blocks having 50% or more than 50% declared

Backward Panchayats have been declared as Backward Blocks. Presently, there
are Eight Backward Blocks in the State having 304 Backward Panchayats.

(ii) Contiguous Pockets: Group of five or more declared backward Panchayats
having geographical contiguity have been declared as Contiguous Pockets. There
are fifteen Contiguous Pockets having 133 backward Panchayats in the State.

(iii) Dispersed Panchayats: Other Panchayats which do not fall in the above
mentioned categories (i) & (ii) have been declared as Dispersed Panchayats.
There are 109 Dispersed Panchayats in the State.

(b) Funds are earmarked for Backward Area Sub-Plan (BASP) under selected
thirteen heads of development.

(c)  Both, beneficiaries and infrastructure development oriented approaches have
been adopted.

(d)  The allocation to districts is made in proportion to the total number of backward
declared Panchayats of the district.

(¢) The Sub Plan is administered through Deputy Commissioners who can make
need based diversions / re-appropriation with the approval of DPDC. Deputy
Commissioners and District Planning Officers have been declared Controlling
and Drawing & Disbursing Officers respectively.

There are 546 Panchayats declared as backward out of the total 3243 Panchayats
in the State. The single Demand No-15 “Planning and Backward Area Sub Plan” has also
been created by the State Government for separate budgetary arrangements for BASP.
During the year 2008-09, the revenue liabilities of departments falling under BASP have
been provided in the Non-Plan side of the Demand No.-15. Therefore, the plan funds
earmarked under Sub-Plan are available for development works. BASP enjoys sufficient
degree of flexibility as District level Planning, Development and Twenty Point
Programme Review Committee is fully authorized to decide priorities within the district.
An outlay of Rs. 3330.00 lakh was kept for capital works under BASP for the year
2013-14 under Plan and an outlay of Rs. 4200.00 lakh has been provided under capital
section for the year 2014-15 under BASP (Plan).

Entire work related to BASP such as budget allocation, monitoring / review of
sub plan and work related to AG / CAG, Vidhan Sabha, etc. were done by the Backward
Area Sub Plan Division during the year -2013-14.



V. REGIONAL & DISTRICT PLANNING DIVISION:

For the implementation and monitoring of various Decentralized Planning
Programmes, Regional and District Planning Division has been set up at the State level
in the office of Planning Department. Description of the various activities of
Decentralized Planning Programmes are given as under:-

1. Vikas Mein Jan Sahyog Programme (VMJS):

To ensure effective people's participation towards fulfilling their developmental
needs in terms of infrastructure at the grass root level as well as to supplement
Government’s efforts / resources, the programme - Vikas Mein Jan Sahyog (VMIS)
was introduced for implementation in the year 1991-92 . Under this programme,
people's participation is purely on voluntary basis and through advance contribution in
cash which is to be deposited in the Bank / Post Office accounts opened in the name of
concerned Deputy Commissioner. The funding pattern varies from 50:50 to 75:25 to
85:15 depending upon area & beneficiaries. The schemes with an estimated cost of Rs.
10.00 lakh and below are sanctioned by the DCs and schemes estimating upto Rs. 20.00
lakh are sanctioned at the Directorate of Planning, upto Rs. 40.00 lakh by the Secretary
(Planning) and above Rs. 40.00 lakh are sanctioned by Finance Department. A budget
of Rs.1000.00 lakh has been kept during the financial year 2014-15 under this scheme.

2. Sectoral Decentralized Planning (SDP):

Sectoral Decentralized Planning Programme has been started in the Pradesh
during the year 1993-94. To maintain inter-regional development balance, distribution of
funds is made by the Planning Department on the basis of 60 percent weightage to
population and 40 percent weightage to area of the district as per 1981 Census. Under
this programme, schemes of local needs and important missing links occurring in the
budgetary allocations are mainly taken up for implementation. A budget provision of Rs.
3093.00 lakh has been made for the scheme during the year 2014-15.

3. Vidhayak Keshetra Vikas Nidhi Yojana (VKVNY) :

To further strengthen the decentralization process, the State Government has
started a new scheme “Vidhayak Keshetra Vikas Nidhi Yojana” from the year 1999-
2000 but it was discontinued during the year 2001-2002. This scheme was restarted
during the year 2003-04. The scheme envisaged allocation of Rs.15 lakh per MLA
during the year 1999-2000 for taking up developmental scheme/works in his
constituency. This allocation was enhanced to Rs. 20 lakh in the year 2000-01, Rs. 24
lakh 2003-04 , Rs. 25 lakh per MLA in the year 2004-05 , Rs. 30 lakh per MLA in the
year 2008-09 and Rs. 50 lakh per MLA in the year 2012-13.

The implementation and monitoring of the scheme has been made more effective
and intensive with the direct involvement of Hon’ble MLAs. The scheme has ensured
balanced development of all areas in the state irrespective of political affiliation. During
the financial year 2013-14 Rs. 3266.00 lakh has been provided by this department to the
Non-Tribal districts at the rate of Rs. 50.00 lakh per Vidhan Sabha Constituency for
execution of developmental works. Out of Rs. 50.00 lakh, Rs. 5.00 lakh were to be spent
on the works under norms of Mukhya Mantri Gram Path Yojna (MMGPY) with the
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recommendation of Hon’ble MLAs. A budget provision of Rs. 3266.00 lakh has been
made for the scheme during the year 2014-15.

4. Mukhya Mantri Gram Path Yojana (MMGPY):

In order to provide connectivity to villages from nearby motorable roads, Kuchha
Paths in rural areas are made Pucca besides having a provision for the construction of
small culverts/ bridges for providing all weather connectivity to the people residing in far
flung areas. The State Government has permitted construction of jeepable / tractorable
link roads upto 2km owing to hilly and difficult geographical areas. Mukhya Mantri
Gram Path Yojna was launched during the year 2002-03 in the Pradesh for non-tribal
areas. During the year 2004-05, this schemes was discontinued and was restarted during
the financial year 2008-09 with a budget provision of Rs. 1000.00 lakh. During the
current financial year  2013-14, Rs. 400.00 lakh have been provided to Deputy
Commissioners of 10 Non-Tribal Districts. A budget provision of Rs. 500.00 lakh has
been made for the scheme during the year 2014-15.

5. Member Of Parliament Local Area Development Scheme (MPLADS):

Members of Parliament are approached by their constituents, quite often, for
small works of involving capital liabilities to be undertaken in their constituencies.
Hence, there was a demand made by MPs that they should be able to recommend works
to be undertaken in their constituencies. Considering these suggestions, the Prime
Minister announced in Parliament on 23" December, 1993, the “Member of Parliament
Local Area Development Scheme”.

Under this Central Sector scheme, each MP could suggested works to the tune of
Rs. 1.00 crore per year starting from the financial year 1994-95 to be taken up in his/ her
constituency. Elected Member of Rajya Sabha representing the whole of the State as
they do, may select works for implementation in one or more District (s) as they may
choose. Nominated Members of the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha may also select works
for implementation in one or more Districts, anywhere in the country. The allocation per
MP per year was increased to Rs. 2 crore from the year 1998-1999. Now from the
financial year 2011-12 the allocation per MP per year stands increased to Rs. 5.00 crore.

6. District Innovation Fund (DIF):

As recommended by the 13" Finance Commission, the funds under District
Innovation Fund are being utilized in Himachal Pradesh from the year 2011-12 for the
implementation of the schemes for bridging the missing links under the budget at the
district level out of this fund. Under this scheme, a total allocation of Rs 12.00 crore for
2011- 2015 has been made for Himachal Pradesh.

As per the report, the criteria for the allocation is Rs. 1.00 crore for one district
over a period of 4 years. As per the recommendations of the 13" Finance Commission,
these funds have to be used as 90% grant and 10% contribution from the beneficiaries
who are availing benefits under this scheme. During the financial year 2013-14 an
amount of Rs. 3.00 crore have been allocated to 12 districts of the State (Rs. 25.00 lakh
per district). A budget provision of Rs. 250.00 lakh has been made for the scheme
during the year 2014-15.
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VI. MANPOWER AND EMPLOYMENT DIVISION:

The following main tasks have been assigned and performed by Manpower and
Employment Division during the year 2013-14:-

i) Fact Book on Manpower

The work relating to this publication is of continuous nature requiring periodic
follow-ups and revisions. In this publication, data with statistical tables regarding
population, manpower, employment, unemployment, training institutions, directly
related to the training and employment is compiled. The “Fact Book on Manpower” for
the year 2001-2011 has been published and the data for the year 2012-13 is being
collected and compiled.

ii) Employment Market Information Programme

The publication of quarterly review reports of employment generation in the
organized sector of the economy under “Employment Market Information Programme”
was started during the year 1988. The work on quarterly report from 2012-13 has been
accomplished while the data for the year 2013-14 is being received from the
departments.

iii) State Government Employment Plan

A chapter on employment situation in Himachal Pradesh was prepared for the
Annual Plan 2014-15 depicting employment strategy of the State, population and labour
force situation and employment plan.

The information on employment generation from the concerned departments on
a monthly basis was collected to assess the position of employment generation in all the
three sectors i.e. Government, Organised & Self Employment and Wage Employment.
The State Government has adopted a three pronged strategy to enhance the employment
opportunities in these sectors. The progress of employment generation in terms of
physical achievements was reviewed regularly on monthly basis.

iv) Skill Development

The work relating to skill development is being coordinated by the Planning
Department at State level. An Autonomous body in the name of Himachal Pradesh Skill
Development Society (HPSDS) has been established to co-ordinate all efforts towards
skill development in the state. Skill Development Action Plan for 12" Plan (2012-17)
and Annual Plan 2013-14 was prepared by including the proposals of concerned
departments. A presentation was made in the experience sharing skilling workshop held
on 9™ December, 2013 in Prime Minister’s office in New Delhi. Regular meetings to
review the Skill Development activities/Skill Up-gradation programmes were conducted
under the Chairmanship of Principal Secretary, Planning HP and the minutes of these
meetings were circulated from time to time to all concerned departments for follow up
action. A Committee was constituted for the suggessions for the improvement of skill
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development initiatives in the State which presented its report that was circulated to all
concerned for seeking their comments.

VII. EXTERNALLY AIDED PROJECT (EAP) DIVISION:

Externally Aided Project Division in the Planning Department has been assigned
the task of project appraisal. The subject requires a multi-disciplinary and rational
approach. The Division analyses the project proposals of different departments submitted
for seeking funding from external agencies like World Bank, ADB, JICA, GIZ, AFD &
KfW, etc. These project proposals are examined keeping in view the technical,
administrative, managerial and financial aspects in relation to the socio-economic
coverage and overall resource position of the State. Besides this, the division also
reviews and monitors the physical and financial progress of all the EAPs being
implemented in the State and also keeps track of over all Additional Central
Assistance(ACA) being received in respect of EAPs. This division serves as single
window for the different donors for identification, appraisal and feed back in respect of
EAPs. Principal Secretary (Planning) to the Government of HP has been declared as
State Nodal Officer for all Externally Aided Projects (EAPs) in Himachal Pradesh.

Assignments during the year 2013-14 by the division:

1. Review and monitoring of financial and physical progress of ongoing EAPs on
quarterly basis.

2. Review & Monitoring of Additional Central Assistance due and received
in respect of all external aided projects in relation to the expenditure claims filed
and releases made by Department of Economic Affairs, Ministry of Finance,
Government of India.

3. Advises were given to the different departments in the context of
Externally Aided Project proposals.

4. The Outlays and Likely Reimbursement proposal for Annual Plan 2014-15
was prepared in respect of the Externally Aided Projects being implemented in
the State and was sent to Planning Commission, Government of India.

The Guidelines received from various external aid agencies like World Bank,
ADB, JICA, GIZ, AFD & KfW, etc. and Government of India were circulated to the
concerned departments to formulate the project proposals. Project proposals received
from the departments were analyzed / appraised in the division keeping in view the
Technical, Administrative, Managerial, Financial, Social & Economic parameters.
The project proposals were returned after analysis, to the concerned departments with the
observations for alterations and modifications for posing the projects to the funding
agencies through the concerned Central line Ministries and Department of Economic
Affairs, Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

STATE INNOVATION COUNCIL:

With a view to drive the innovation movement in the country and to lay a roadmap
for transforming the country into an innovation nation, with a focus on inclusive growth,
the Government of India has constituted a National Innovation Council (NIC) consisting
of 17 prominent members from different fields.

To explore the possibilities for setting up of State Innovation Council to harness
the core competencies, local talent, resources and capabilities to create new
opportunities; Government of Himachal Pradesh has constituted HP State Innovation
Council on 7" J anuary, 2011 under the Chairpersonship of Chief Secretary to the
Government of Himachal Pradesh giving representation to Administrative Secretaries of
the concerned departments and Vice- Chancellors of the Universities in the State with a
focus on following activities:

1. To promote innovation in the State

2. To encourage young talent and local universities, colleges, medium & small scale
industries and R&D Institutes in the State;

3. To map opportunities for innovation in the State;

4. To identify and reward talent in innovation and disseminate success stories;
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To organize seminars, lectures workshops on innovation and create State
Innovation portal to educate;

6. To help in creating innovation eco-systems and

7. To organize risk capital and prepare an innovation road map 2010-2020 for the

State.

The Headquarter of the State Innovation Council is at Shimla and Planning

Department will provide the Secretarial assistance to the Council. The suggestions on the
activities of the State Innovation Councils received from Government of India has also
been circulated to all concerned departments for taking further necessary action.

Promoting Innovation in the State: Till date, following innovations have been
adopted by the various departments of the State:

1.

2.

Plastic Roads: From 2010-11 onwards, 117.18 KM of plastic roads has been
constructed in the State. For this purpose 56.83 MT of plastic waste was utilized.
Way-Side Amenities: Way side amenities on waste land on the curves of
National/ State Highways like provisions of tourist information centres, picnic
spots, rain shelters, toilets, parking space, auto-mobile repair shops etc. has been
taken up in the State.

Energy Conservation: State Government has provided four CFL bulbs to each
household in replacement of ordinary bulbs. This arrangement has helped in
improving environment by way of reduction of gases/pollution and saving
electricity worth Rs. 200.00 crore per annum.

Environment Protection: The use of plastic has been banned in the State.
Himachal is the first such State in the country which has done it. The use of coal
and fossil fuel for heating purpose has also been banned in the Government
offices and other institutions in the State to reduce pollution and improve
ecology.

Water Harvesting: The rain water harvesting tanks have been decided to be
built in all the rural households under MGNREGA Programme. It will help
meeting water requirements of households to some extent for washing & to
provide drinking water to the animals.

Embryo Transfer Technology: To improve Quality of livestock & Milk
production in the State, Embryo Transfer Technology has been adopted in the
State. An Embryo Transfer Technology Lab is being established at Palampur
District Kangra.

Horticulture improvement: to increase the productivity in horticulture sector
Germ-plasma technique, Organic Farming, Anti Hail Nets, Weather Based Crop
Insurance Scheme (WBCIS) has been introduced.

Land Records Modernization: With a view to usher a system of updated land
records, automated and automatic mutation, integration between textual and
spatial records, inter-connectivity between revenue and registration to replace the
presumptive title system with that of conclusive titling with title guarantee, State
of Himachal Pradesh had initially decided to implement the National Land
Records Modernization Programme.

Mapping of Hydro Projects: A web based-GIS Portal is being developed by
generating the digital Elevation maps from satellite imageries, indicating entire
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Hydro Power Scenario in Himachal Pradesh incorporating details of each and
every Hydro Project in Himachal Pradesh.

Consequent upon the constitution of State Innovation Council on 7 January
2011, following actions have been taken to promote innovations in the state:

e With a view to promote innovation in the State and to encourage departments to
try new initiatives, the State Government has constituted a State Innovation
Fund with an initial outlay of Rs. 5.00 crore in the State Budget for 2013-14. The
notification of constitution of this fund along-with the guidelines for the
implementation of projects under this fund has been issued.

e The following three projects were approved for funding during the financial year

2013-14 from State Innovation Fund:

1. Manimahesh Yatra Registration Project 2013.
2. Blood Bank Management Information System (BBMIS)
3. Computerization (automation) of the Department of Information &

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Results Framework Document -Performance Monitoring and
Evaluation System (PMES) in Himachal Pradesh

For a responsive and result orientated government machinery that delivers what it
promises, need was felt to create system that not only does the right things but does them
in more efficiently and effectively. For this, the system needs to be made accountable
and transparent.

Performance Monitoring and Evaluation System (PMES) is a system to both “evaluate”
and “monitor” the performance of Government departments. Under PMES each
department is required to prepare a Results-Framework Document (RFD).

RFD provides a summary of the most important results that a department expects to
achieve during the financial year. This document has two main purposes: (a) shift the
focus of the department from process-orientation to results-orientation, and (b) provide
an objective and fair basis to evaluate department’s overall performance at the end of the
year.

RFD in the State:

To bring more transparency and accountability in government functioning, the HP State
Government has adopted Performance Monitoring and Evaluation System (PMES) by
preparing Results Framework Document for all Government Departments/Boards/
Corporations etc. Under this system, all Government Department/Organizations are
required to prepare a Results Framework Document (RFD) for their department each
year with a view to ensure that the agreed objective, policies and programmes are
achieved in a time bound manner. This program has been started by the State
Government from the year 2011-12 and the Planning Department is acting as Nodal
Department for ensuring implementation of PMES at State level.

To monitor and scrutinize the RFD of the different Departments, the Government has
indentified officers of HP as Resource Persons (RPs) for making a preliminary review of
RFDs of various departments and to give suggestions for their improvement. The
Resource Persons evaluate the RFDs and make some suggestions on the basis of
Guidelines. Based upon these suggestions/ recommendations by the resource persons
(RPs), the departments are requested to relook and amend their respective RFDs on the
basis of suggestions/ recommendations by the resource persons.

During the financial year 2013-14, 47 Departments, Corporations, Boards have

prepared RFD in respect of their organizations/institutes and the achievements of success
indicators in respect of these departments for the previous year are quite satisfactory.
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VIII. NABARD-RIDF DIVISION:

Rural Infrastructure Development Fund under NABARD sponsored programmes
for extending loan assistance to the State Governments for the completion of ongoing
projects/ Really New Schemes in the areas of Medium and Minor Irrigation, Soil
Conservation and other Rural Infrastructure Development Projects like Rural Roads and
Market Yards has been implemented in the State since RIDF-I (1995-96). This
programme was continued as RIDF-IL, 111, 1V, V, VI, VII, VIII, IX, X, XI, XII, XIII,
X1V, XV, XVI, XVII XVIII & XIX in the successive Annual Budgets. Under RIDF-I,
NABARD had provided loan assistance upto 50% of the balance cost of ongoing projects
and later on loan assistance was provided upto 90% / 95% for new eligible projects under
successive RIDF tranches.

2. The State Government is availing NABARD loans under RIDF programme for a
wide range of activities. Some of the activities on which the State Government has
either got projects approved or has posed projects to NABARD funding are :-

i.  Construction of Roads and Bridges.
ii.  Construction of Irrigation schemes.
iii.  Construction of Flood Protection Works.
iv.  Construction of Primary School Buildings (under SBVSY).
v.  Construction of Drinking Water Supply Schemes.
vi.  Establishment of Citizen Information Centres.
vii.  E-Governance.
viii.  Construction of Science Laboratories in Senior Secondary Schools.
ix.  Watershed Development Projects.
X.  Strengthening of Animal Health Infrastructure.

xi.  Production of cash crops through adoption of Precision Farming Practices (Poly
Houses and Micro Irrigation).

xii.  Diversification of Agriculture Through Micro Irrigation and related
infrastructure.

The scheme
wise physical and financial progress of each department was reviewed and monitored in
these meetings and implementing departments were advised to take corrective actions
where required. Besides these, review meetings are also held at District level by the
Deputy Commissioners.

IX. NEW 20-POINT PROGRAMME-2006 DIVISION:

The Twenty Point Programme (TPP) was launched by the Government of India
in 1975 and re-structured in 1982, 1986 and again in 2006. The restructured programme
is called Twenty Point Programme-2006 (TPP-2006) and is being implementing in the
State as per the guidelines issued by Ministry of Statistics and Programme
Implementation, Government of India, from time to time.

The programme aims at eradicating poverty and improving the quality of life of
rural and urban poor people. The Twenty Point Programme covers various socio-
economic aspects like poverty eradication, employment, education, housing, health,
agriculture, land reforms, irrigation, drinking water, protection and empowerment of
weaker sections, consumer protection, environment, e-governance, etc.

The Ministry of Statistics & Programme Implementation (MOSPI) monitors the
Programme / schemes covered under TPP-2006 at National level on the basis of
performance report received from State Government and Central Nodal Ministries.

The restructured TPP-2006 consists of 20 points and 65 monitorable items. All
the 65 items of TPP-2006 are not meant for reporting on a monthly basis. The items vary
from State to State and from year to year. The performance of the States in the
implementation of Twenty Point Programme-2006 was being ranked by the
Government of India till 2009-10 and the ranking has been stopped thereafter.

Each monitorable item is categorized in the category of “Very Good’, “Good”
and “Poor” on the basis of monthly/yearly performance as follows:-

Planning Department, Himachal Pradesh has been declared as a nodal department
for coordination, review, monitoring and reporting of monthly / quarterly / half yearly /
annual progress reports of Twenty Point Programme-2006 (TPP-2006) since 2007.

Himachal Pradesh has had an excellent track record in the implementation of
Twenty Point Programme. The year-wise position of the State in respect of
implementation of TPP-2006 at National level remained as follows:-

20.00 lakh respectively for first, second and third ranked district(s) is being given as an
incentive. The incentive money is used for the various developmental works of the
concerned district(s).

Based on the performance during 2012-13, two districts, viz; Mandi & Hamirpur
have jointly shared 1* rank and district Sirmour 2™ rank in inter district ranking
analysis of TPP. The award money of Rs. 1.00 crore was distributed among these
districts in the following manner:-

The State Government gives top priority for the effective implementation and
achievement of TPP targets. The performance of TPP is regularly monitored at State,
District and below district levels.

The District Planning, Development and 20 Point Programme Review
Committees headed by the Chief Minister/Minister/MLA of all the districts reviewed the
progress of TPP in their quarterly review meetings. Besides, Deputy Commissioners /
Additional Deputy Commissioners / Additional District Magistrates / District Planning
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Officers review and monitor independently the progress of TPP with the concerned

district level officers of the concerned districts in the various meetings.

At the State level, the progress of TPP was reviewed in the various meetings
held under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister, Chief Secretary, Pr. Secretary
(Planning) and Adviser (Planning), HP.

Due to the vigorous monitoring at State and below State level, the targets for
the year 2013-14 allocated by the Ministry of Statistics & Programme Implementation
(TPP Division), Gol, will be achieved.

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X. RAILWAY DIVISION:

The history of Railways in Himachal Pradesh goes back to the last decade of
nineteenth century, when a survey of the train in 1895 for 96 kilometers long Kalka-
Shimla narrow gauge rail track paved way for signing the construction contract on June
29, 1898. The work on the Kalka-Shimla route was completed on November 2, 1903 and
it was opened for the general public only on January 1, 1906.

Another Pathankot-Joginder Nagar narrow gauge rail track has a length of about
113 kilometers. The work on this line started in 1926. Three years later, 163 km. long
route was opened to traffic. After independence only 44 Km. rail line was added in the
State under Nangal-Talwara Broad Gauge Rail Line.

At present, many on-going and pipeline railway projects in HP are being pursued
with the Government of India. The brief write-up of these railway lines and action taken
during 2013-14 is as follows:-

1. Nangal-Talwara BG Rail line:
This project was sanctioned by the Railway in the year 1980-81. In Himachal
Pradesh, length of Nangal-Talwara rail line is 62 Kms. Rail line from Chururu-
Takarla to Amb-Andaura section has already been opened for the rail traffic.

Land acquisition cases were perused. During the year 2013-14, a case of land
acquisition of Village Kailashnagar and Village Kuneran Uprla, Teh. Amb, District
Una has been received and notification under Section-4 of Land Acquisition Act-
1894 has been issued on 28" December, 2013.

2. Bhanupalli-Bilaspur-Beri BG Rail Line:
This project was sanctioned in the Railway budget in 2008-09. The length of
Bhaupalli-Bilaspur-Beri BG rail line is 63 Kms. 25 villages fall (Bhanupalli to
Dharot) in the first 20 Kms of this rail line, out of which 14 villages in Punjab and 11
villages in District Bilaspur, Himachal Pradesh.

The State Government has agreed the sharing pattern for this rail line as per the
decision of the Cabinet Committee of Economic Affairs (CCEA) held in 2008. The
sharing pattern of this rail line is in the following manner:-

(1) 25% State Government (This will include cost of land acquisition assessed
at Rs. 70 crore. Any increase in the land cost will have to be refunded extra
by the State Government.)

(i) 25% Ministry of Railways, Gol.
(ili) 50% Ministry of Finance, Gol.

The sharing will be on completion cost of the project.

3. Bilaspur-Leh via Mandi-Manali Leh-Ladakh Rail Line:

Due to strategic importance of the rail line for ferrying of defence equipments to the
border areas and to boost the regional economy, State Government has taken up the

matter with Planning Commission and Ministry of Railways for the extension of this
Rail line Upto Leh-Ladakh.

As per the survey report of Railway Ministry, the construction cost of this 498 Km
long line has been assessed as Rs.22831 crore.

Government of India has been requested to declare this project of strategic
importance as “National Project”.

4. Conversion of Pathankot-Joginder Nagar Narrow Gauge rail line into Broad
Gauge rail line & its extension upto Leh-Ladakh via Mandi:

The State Government has taken up this matter with the Ministry of Railways and
has also requested to extend it via Mandi—Manali-upto Leh-Ladakh because of its
great strategic importance for the country and for ensuring uninterrupted and timely
supply of ration and machinery to armed forces deployed in Leh-Ladakh region near
the Indo China border.

The survey works of this lines has been completed and as per the survey report

the cost of construction of this 181 Km long line has been assessed as Rs 3280 crore
(with electric traction) Rs 2888 crore (with diesel traction).
Now Railway Board has requested the State Government to bear the 33% of
construction cost and providing land free of cost for the conversion of this line. The
State Government has requested the Railways Authorities that due to limited
resources available, the State Govt. is unable to bear the 33% cost.

5. Baddi-Kalka Rail Line:

Keeping in view the already established / upcoming industries, education hub and
commercial complexes in Baddi-Barotiwala-Nalagarh area, the State Government
has taken up the issue of this rail line with the Ministry of Railways to complete the
survey work in a time bound manner. Railway has informed that survey has been
completed and the estimated cost of the project is Rs. 385.00 crore. State
Government has requested the Railway Authorities to provide the sufficient budget
for this rail line.

6. Ghanauli-Dehradun via Nalagarh-Jagadhari-Surajpur-Kala Amb-Paonta Sahib
Rail Line: Ministry of Railways had included this new rail line project under “New
Rail Line Survey in the Railway budget 2010-11. The required basic data for the
survey work as requested by the Chief Commercial Manager (TS), Northern Railway
has been provided by the State Government.

7. Chandigarh-Baddi New Rail Line Project: The work of Chandigarh-Baddi BG rail
link was sanctioned in the year 2007-08 and its cost was estimated at Rs. 699.00
crore and the detailed estimate was submitted to Railway Board for sanction. Later, it
was requested that the possibility of an alternate proposal to connect Baddi may be
sought as the land acquisition for Chandigarh-Baddi rail link was not feasible.

However, this project was sanctioned in the year 2007-08, but could not take
off due to inability of Punjab and Chandigarh Governments to acquire land for this
project in their territory. The exercise of re-alignment from Surajpur is being taken
up by Northern Railway and with a commitment of Government of Himachal
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Pradesh to share 50% of this project, Railway Board has proposed to fast-track this
project by including it in A-2 category.

The entire correspondence relating to railway lines was done by the Railway
Division during the year 2013-14. The State Government has made a provision of Rs.
3.00 crore for the construction of new rail lines in the State during the financial year
2014-15.

XI. EVALUATION DIVISION :-

Evaluation Division of Planning Department is entrusted with the
evaluation work of different plan schemes and projects. The objectives of the evaluation
is to make assessment of the implementation process, identify bottlenecks and gaps in
implementation of the schemes and programmes and based on these findings, suggest
remedial measures to make implementation process more effective. A Technical
Advisory Committee has been constituted at State level to consider evaluation proposals
of different implementing agencies.

1. Study on Sectoral Decentralised Planning Programme :

The data received from Districts was compiled, analysed and the entire report
was recast because of non-receipt of information from district Shimla. The report was
published and further circulated to all Administrative Secretaries and Head of
departments.

2. Survey of Registrants in the Regional Employment Exchanges:

The Government decided to expand the scope of the study by surveying
registrants of Employment Exchanges of Shimla, Kangra, Mandi and Solan districts.
Since the scope of the study was increased to entire State, considering limited resources
at the disposal of Evaluation Division; it was decided by the Government to outsource
the study to the Economics & Statistics department.

XII. MLA PRIORITY DIVISION:

The following tasks were assigned and performed by the MLA Priority Division
during the financial year 2013-14:-

1. The follow up action report on the decisions taken in the MLAs meetings of
2013-14 was prepared. The MLAs meetings of 2013-14 were held on 23" and
24™ J anuary, 2013 under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister, HP. The
action taken report from the concerned implementing departments were obtained,
consolidated and circulated to all the Hon’ble MLAs for their information.

2. The Hon’ble ML As meetings under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister,
HP were convened to determine the priorities for the Annual Plan 2014-15.
These meetings were convened on 14™ and 15" January, 2014. The issues raised
in these meetings by the Hon’ble ML As and instructions issued by Hon’ble Chief
Minister were consolidated.

As per the approved policy of the State Government, Hon’ble MLAs prioritize
two schemes each under three sectors i.e. Roads & Bridges, Minor Irrigation
and Rural Drinking Water Supply for ‘“Really New Schemes (RNS)” and
“Ongoing Schemes”. Therefore, six schemes under RNS and six under Ongoing
Schemes are prioritized by the each Hon’ble MLA for every financial year.
However, Hon’ble MLAs are at liberty to change inter sectoral priorities with in
the above mentioned three sectors i.e. he may give six priorities in one or two or
three sectors. Accordingly, the MLAs priorities were collected, consolidated and
finally printed as ‘“e/a = gy & uRfee (Awren) AT Remasmt
a1 fifdse urafread ad 2014-15w It is one of the State Annual
Budget Documents 2014-15.

Generally, the MLAs priorities are funded through raising the loan under RIDF
from NABARD. Interest is paid by the State Government on the loan assistance
availed from the NABARD. In addition to it, the Gol has fixed a maximum limit
to avail the loan. Therefore, State Government has taken the decision to avail
maximum assistance under grant based programmes of Gol i.e. PMGSY, CRF,
AIBP, NRDWP, etc. The MLA priority schemes will only be posed to NABARD
funding in case these schemes are not funded through Gol grant based schemes.
This decision of the State Government has been conveyed to all concerned.

The works related to MLAs priority is of a vibrant/dynamic nature. Through out
the year the proposals for substitution of schemes were received from the various
Hon’ble MLAs. The actions on the substitution proposals were taken as per the
approved policy of the State Government. The implementing departments were
asked to take the follow-up action accordingly. The concerned Hon’ble MLAs
were also informed about the decisions taken in each substitution case.

Computerisation Division has been constituted for fulfilling the computer
of Planning Department.

All the decentralized planning programmes such as VMIJS, SDP, VKVNY,
MMGPY, MPLADs, BASP, etc are being implemented at district level through the
concerned District Planning Cell.
