• To assist the State Government in the formulation of the annual plans and 

evolve a short term strategy for planned development after examination of 
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different approaches so as to achieve maximum growth rate keeping in 

view Social justice. 

• To identify factors which tend to retard the economic and social 

development of the State and determine conditions to be established for 

successful execution of the plan. 

• To suggest policies and programmes for removing the imbalances 

prevailing in various regions in the State and to assist in the formulation of 

the district plans/area Plans. 

• To review the progress of implementation of the plan programmes and 

recommend such adjustments in policies and measures as the review may 

indicate. 

• To make critical appraisal of on-going programmes leading to a 

determination of the extent to which some of the identified on-going 

programmes of projects would need to be continued. 

• To review the implementation of plan projects and other development 

schemes. 

• To advise on the problem of unemployment and suggest ways and means 

for tackling it. 

• To advise on such other matters connected with the economic 

development as may be assigned by the State Government. 

• To make such interim or ancillary recommendations as appear to it to be 

appropriate for facilitating the discharge of duties assigned or on a 

consideration of the prevailing economic conditions, current policies, 

measures and development programmes or an examination of such 

specific problems as may be referred to it for advice by the State 

Government. 

• To collect and analyze information/data regarding Plan schemes. 

• To review the working of Government Corporations, Boards and suggest 

means for their improvement. 

• To highlight difficulties being faced in the implementation of the plan 

schemes at district level and suggestions to overcome them. 

• To evaluate various projects/corporations according to the directions of 

Chairman.

3. Head of Department  Adviser (Planning) HP. 

 

 Adviser (Planning) is the Head of the Department.  The  various   divisions   

viz. Plan Formulation, Plan Implementation, Computerization, Evaluation,    
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Manpower    &   Employment, Administration,  Regional  & District Planning , 

Backward  Area Sub-Plan  and Twenty Point Programme, R.I.D.F., M.L.A. 

Priorities, Externally Aided Projects (E.A.P.), SDGs, Aspirational District 

Programme & Aspirational Block Programme are functioning under the control of 

Adviser (Planning). These divisions are headed by Joint Director / Deputy 

Directors.  Joint Director functions as Head of Office. The Division-wise details of 

goals, objectives, programmes, development budget allocation, expenditure, etc. are 

given below:-  

 

I.  ADMINISTRATION DIVISION:  

 

          The Administration Division functions under the control of Joint Director 

(Administration).  

   

        The Administration Division does routine Administrative and Personnel 

Management and other related works such as recruitment,  promotion,  

confirmation, transfers / postings, disciplinary actions / proceedings,  budget, 

accounts, reply of audit / CAG / PAC paras, store & stock and other miscellaneous 

works assigned to it. During the year under report, the Administrative Division of 

the department has performed the above mentioned works / duties.   

 

II. PLAN FORMULATION & PLAN IMPLEMENTATION DIVISION : 
 

The details of the work assigned to the Plan Formulation & Plan Implementation 

Divisions 2023-24 are as under :- 

PLAN FORMULATION: 

The Budget Formulation division mainly deals with the formulation of 

Annual Development Budget by convening meetings with Head of departments/ 

Stakeholders. After detailed discussions held in these meetings and keeping in view 

the available resources / priorities of State, this division formulates and finalizes 

overall size of Annual Development Budget by ensuring percentage criteria of 

TADP, SCDP and BADP. This division also organizes meeting of  State Planning 

Board annually to approve the Annual Development Budget. 

(I)          The process initiated and completed by the Division during 2023-24 

for preparation of State’s Annual Development Budget 2024-25 are as under:- 

(a) The Annual Development budget proposals were invited from all the 

concerned departments    in the month of October, 2023. 
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(b)  A series of meetings with concerned departments were organized in the 

month of   October,2023 to discuss & firm up the development priorities of 

the departments for Annual Development Budget (2024-25). 
 

(c)  After the detailed discussions, Annual Development Budget Size for the year 

2024-25 was firmed up and the Head of Development wise budget ceiling 

alongwith specific earmarkings were conveyed to all the concerned 

Department. The Head of Departments were also requested to prepare Major 

Head / Sub-Major Head/ Minor Head / Sub- Minor Head / SOEs wise 

Development Budget and submit the same to Finance Department for inclusion 

in the Demand for Grants for the financial year (2024-25). 

                       The Annual Development Budget (2024-25) was prepared by 

proposing a total development   budget size 15269.74 crore. Out of which, Rs.   

9989.49   crore was proposed for State Development Budget and Rs. 5280.25 crore 

proposed for Central Development Budget. This has also been approval by the 

State legislative in the budget secession 2024-25.

II:- Implementation of Budget Assurances. 

     After finalization the Budget for financial year 2023-24 this Division 

has prepared department -wise Paras of the Budget Assurances. The same were 

uploaded on the Him Pragati Portal and all the Administrative Secretaries and 

Head of the Departments were requested to take necessary action for effective 

implementation of the Budget Assurances pertaining to their departments. In the 

month of April,2023, a meeting was also organized under the Chairmanship of 

Chief Secretary  to the Govt. of  H.P. with all the Administrative Secretaries / 

HoDs to review the implementation status of the Budget Assurances. The minutes 

of the above mentioned meeting was prepared and circulated to all the concerned 

Administrative Secretaries /Departments for further necessary action. 

III:    Gender Budgeting Booklet. 

 

   To end discrimination against women and to promote the gender 

equality, a separate chapter and statement on Gender Budgeting has been prepared 

for financial year 2024-25. In this booklet, the detail of schemes/ programmes have 

been given which are being benefitted directly to the women in the State. This 

booklet was also presented for its approval in the State legislature during the 

budget session 2024-25. 
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PLAN IMPLEMENTATION DIVISION : 
 

1. This division examined proposals of diversion and re-appropriation 

received from different departments thoroughly. Keeping in view the 

importance and priorities of the cases, diversions/re-appropriations were 

permitted. 

2. Additionalities had been provided for those Schemes/Heads, which had the 

possibility of low intensity of expenditure. A cut was imposed on such 

schemes in order to provide additionalities in other schemes, which were of 

utmost importance. 

3. This division also arranged meetings with concerned departments to sort 

out matters of additionalities to dispose-off such cases promptly. 

4. During the period under report, proposals on diversions and re-

appropriations were called from all departments through concerned 

Administrative Departments (ADs) in respect of Earmarked & Non-

earmarked Sectors for scrutiny and examination.  

5. During the year under report, 382 references from different departments 

through Administrative Departments for obtaining advice on their 

departmental files had been received and were examined, processed and 

suitably advised after obtaining prior approval of the competent authority. 

Apart from it, many files from different departments had also been 

received on e-Office and were examined. 

6. To smoothen Plan Implementation in consonance with budget, the entire 

plan had been linked with budget through software for this purpose. 
 

In addition to this, following activities were undertaken by the Plan 

Implementation during the period under reference:- 

  

1. Sustainable Development Goals: 

As the Planning Department is the Nodal agency for implementing SDGs in 

Himachal Pradesh, so, all correspondence regarding SDGs disposed off in Plan 

Implementation Division.  

 

2. Special Assistance from GoI: 

As Government of India is releasing Special Assistance to States for various 

Capital works since 2020-21, so, this division dealt with the special assistance 

received from GoI. In the FY 2023-24, State Government had received `1515.91 

crore as Special Assistance from GoI, which was further released to various 

developmental works of different departments in Himachal Pradesh. 
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III. BACKWARD AREA SUB-PLAN & 20 Point Programme DIVISION: 
 

1. BACKWARD AREA SUB-PLAN (BASP): 
 

State Government has notified the Backward Area Sub Plan for identification and 

mitigation of sub-regional disparities in development on various parameters.  HP 

Government  framed a comprehensive policy for backward areas during 1995-96 

which is being implemented since then in Himachal Pradesh.  The salient features of 

the policy are as under:- 

 

(a) Backward Area Sub-Plan is operational in ten districts of the State (except 

Tribal Districts). 

(b) Backward Area Sub Plan comprises three categories:- 

 

(i) Backward Blocks:   All blocks having 50% or more than 50% Backward 

declared Panchayats have been declared as Backward Blocks.  Presently, 

there are Ten Backward Blocks in the State having 392 Backward 

Panchayats. 

 

(ii) Contiguous Pockets: Group of five or more backward declared 

Panchayats having geographical contiguity have been declared as Contiguous 

Pockets.  There are fifteen Contiguous Pockets having 137 backward 

Panchayats in the State. 

 

(iii) Dispersed Panchayats: Other Panchayats which do not fall in the above 

mentioned categories (i) & (ii) have been declared as Dispersed Panchayats.  

There are 125 Dispersed Panchayats in the State. 

 

 (c)   Funds are earmarked for Backward Area Sub-Plan (BASP) under selected 

thirteen heads of development.  

 

 (d)  Both, beneficiaries and infrastructure development oriented approaches have 

been adopted in these areas. 

 

 (e)   The allocation of funds to districts is made in proportion to the total number 

of   backward declared Panchayats of the district. 

 

 (f)  The Sub Plan is administered through Deputy Commissioners who can make 

need based diversions / re-appropriation with the approval of DPDC. The 

Deputy Commissioners and District Planning Officers have been given the 

controlling/ sanctioning authority and Drawing & Disbursing Officers powers 

respectively. 
 
 

 

There are 654 Panchayats declared as backward out of 3615 Panchayats in 

the State. A single Demand No-15 “Planning and Backward Area Sub Plan” has 

been created for separate budgetary arrangements under BASP. BASP enjoys 
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sufficient degree of flexibility as District level Planning, Development and Twenty 

Point Programme Review Committee is fully authorized to decide priorities within 

the district. During Financial Year 2023-24 the budget of Rs. 89.82 crore was 

allocated to districts under Capital Heads. The total sum of Rs.105.61crore is kept 

for the financial year 2024-25.

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2.    Twenty Point Programme 2021-22:- 

 The Twenty Point Programme-2006 (TPP-2006) is being implemented in the 

State as per the guidelines issued by Ministry of Statistics and Programme 

Implementation, Government of India, from time to time.  

The Twenty Point Programme is a monitoring mechanism which covers 

various socio-economic aspects like poverty eradication, employment, education, 

housing, health, agriculture, land reforms, irrigation, drinking water, protection  and 

empowerment of weaker sections, consumer protection, environment,                   e-

governance, etc.  

The Ministry of Statistics & Programme Implementation (MOSPI) monitors 

the Programme / schemes covered under TPP-2006 at National level on the basis of 

performance report received from State Government and Central Nodal Ministries.  

The restructured TPP-2006 consists of 20 points and 65 monitorable items 

which varies from State to State and from year to year. The performance of the 

States in the implementation of Twenty Point Programme-2006   was   being ranked 

by the    Government of India till 2009-10 and the ranking has been stopped 

thereafter. 

 Planning Department, Himachal Pradesh has been declared as a nodal 

department for coordination, review, monitoring and reporting of  quarterly / annual 

progress reports of Twenty Point Programme-2006 (TPP-2006) since 2007.  

           The State Government gives top priority for the effective implementation and 

achievement of TPP targets. The performance of TPP is regularly monitored at State 

and District levels on quarterly basis. 

The District Planning, Development and 20 Point Programme Review 

Committees headed by the Chief Minister/Minister/MLA of all the districts review 

the progress of TPP in their quarterly review meetings. Deputy Commissioners / 

Additional Deputy Commissioners / Additional District Magistrates / District 

Planning Officers also review and monitor independently the progress of TPP with 

the concerned district level officers of the districts in the various meetings.  
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2.     Aspirational District Programme-2023-24:- 

Aspirational District Programme was launched in January 2018 in 112 

relatively backward districts of country for ‘Transformation of Aspirational 

Districts’. States as the main drivers of this program will focus on the strength of 

each district, identify low-hanging fruits for immediate improvement, measure 

progress, and rank the districts on monthly basis. District Chamba of Himachal 

Pradesh is one of them. The ADP monitors the 49 different Key Performance 

Indicators and analyse the improvement of Aspirational districts through real-time 

data tracking being uploaded by concerned districts on Champion of change 

dashboard. The district scored good rank has also been awarded by NITI Aayog. 

Since 2018-2023 Chamba District was awarded four times by NITI Aayog for 

scoring good rank and approved the funds of Rs. 9.00 crore.  

                In addition of above on the basis of overall good performance in the 

month of May 2023, Chamba district has become entitled to receive an additional 

allocation of Rs. three crore for which District Chamba has to submit the proposal 

to NITI Aayog. 

3.     Aspirational Block Programme-2023-24:- 

This programme was launched by Hon’ble Prime Minister in       January, 

2023. Initially the programme will cover 500 Blocks across the country. The 

Programme will be implemented on the pattern similar to Aspirational District 

Programme. NITI Aayog in partnership with the states will release a quarterly 

ranking of Aspirational blocks based on their performance on development 

indicators covering sectors such as Health & Nutrition , Education, Agriculture and 

Water Resources, Financial inclusion & Skill development and Basic Infrastructure 

etc. The State Government has selected six relatively under developed blocks as 

Aspirational Blocks which have also been approved by the NITI Aayog. The names 

of these Aspirational Blocks are as under:- 

1. Pangi Block  of District Chamba. 

2. Tissa Block of District Chamba. 

3.  Pooh Block of District Kinnaur. 

4. Nirmand Block of District Kullu. 

5.  Kupvi Block of District Shimla. 

6.  Chhaohara Block of District Shimla. 
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IV. REGIONAL & DISTRICT PLANNING DIVISION : 

For the implementation and monitoring of various Decentralized 

Planning Programmes, Regional and District Planning Division has been set up at in 

the Planning Department. Descriptions of the various activities of Decentralized 

Planning Programmes are given as under: - 
 

1. Vikas Mein Jan Sahyog Programme (VMJS): 
   

 To ensure people's effective participation towards fulfilling their 

developmental needs in terms of providing basic infrastructure at the grass root 

level as well as to supplement Government’s efforts/resources, the programme- 

Vikas Mein Jan Sahyog (VMJS) was introduced in the State from 1991-92. Under 

this programme, people's participation is on voluntary basis and through advance 

contribution in cash which is to be deposited in the Bank/Post Office accounts 

opened in the name of concerned Deputy Commissioner. Under this program, Rs 

2500.00 lakh was released to all non-tribal districts in the first and second quarter 

during the year 2023-24. As per the decision of the State Government, the amount 

due to the districts for the third and fourth quarter was used to compensate for the 

losses caused due to rain in the state. Under this program, one time amount of Rs 

210.00 lakh was released to the tribal districts during 2023-24. A budget provision 

of Rs. 6050.00 lakh has been kept for the financial year 2024-25 under this scheme. 

 

Salient features of this programme are given below: 

1. In urban areas, cost sharing ratio between the Community and the Govt. is 

50:50. While in case of Govt. assets like school buildings, health and 

veterinary institutions, construction of drinking water supply schemes and 

sewerage schemes and installation of hand pumps where the sharing 

pattern is in the ratio of 25:75 between Community and the Govt. This 

facility is only for creation of community assets and not for any family or 

a person/individuals asset. 

2.  In rural areas, cost sharing is in the ratio of 25:75 between Community 

and the Govt. However, in the case of tribal areas, panchayats declared as 

backward and areas predominantly inhabited by SCs, STs and OBCs, cost 

sharing is in the ratio of 15:85 between Community and the Govt. 

3.  Any individual can also get a public asset constructed either as a purely 

philanthropic nature or to commemorate the memory of his/her ancestors 

by sharing 50 percent cost of the work. 

4.   Works are required to be completed within one year from the date of 

sanction. 

5.   Community and the Govt.  are liable to contribute 10% funds 

additionally of the cost of work   for the maintenance of assets which are 

to be maintained. 
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6.  All works beyond the estimated cost of Rs. 5.00 lakh are executed 

through the Government Departments and not by the societies/ local 

committees. 

7.  The execution of works up to Rs. 5.00 lakh are ensured under the 

supervision of the Assistant Engineer/ Junior Engineer of the Rural 

Development Department and the measurement of the work of each work 

done is entered in the measurement book of concerned Junior Engineer/ 

Technical Assistant of the area. 

The projects/assets of the following nature can be sanctioned under this programme: 

i) Construction of buildings of Govt. Educational Institutions. 

ii) Construction of multipurpose community/public assets. 

iii) Construction of motor-able roads and ropeways. 

iv) Construction of irrigation schemes/drinking water schemes/ 

installation of hand-pumps. 

v) Construction of buildings of public health services. 

vi) Provision of important missing links; such as three phases 

transmission lines, transformers, X-Ray plants, Ambulances etc. 

vii) Setting up of Go-Sadan for stray animals. 

viii) Provision for installing of solar streetlights. 

 

2. Sectoral Decentralized Planning (SDP): 

    Sectoral Decentralized Planning Programme was started in the State during 1993-

94. To maintain inter-regional development balance, distribution of funds made by 

the Planning Department is based on 60 percent weightage to population and 40 

percent weightage to the area of the district as per 1981 Census. Under this 

program, Rs 10584.20 lakh was released to all non-tribal districts during the year 

2023-24. In view of the damage caused due to heavy rains in the state, the State 

Government has given permission to relief the individuals for reconstruction of 

retaining walls/breast walls and channelization of Nullahas from the unspent 

amount till March 31, 2023 under this programme. A budget provision of Rs. 

37290.90 lakh has been kept for the financial year 2024-25 under this scheme. 

 

   Salient features of this programme are as under: 

1. Under this programme, schemes are sanctioned after seeking prior approval 

of the District-Level Planning, Development and 20-Point Programme 

Review Committee. 

2. Only those developmental works should be considered for execution whose 

estimates and designs are technically approved by the competent Technical 
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Authority / Personnel of Govt./ Semi Govt./ Govt. undertakings within the 

delegated technical powers. The Technical Officer / Authority, who can 

technically approve the estimates is competent to assess the work and 

authorize disbursement of payments. 

3. The Deputy Commissioners are competent to accord A/A & E/S under SDP 

subject to the availability of budgetary provisions under selected heads of 

development and fulfillment of other requirements. 

4. Under SDP, neither recurring expenditure / liability can be created nor 

bunching of sanctions and phasing of work beyond one financial year is 

allowed. Also, revision of estimates and revision of sanctions are not allowed.   

5. The developmental works to be executed under SDP should lead to a 

community benefit which consists of at least five families. No works 

benefiting individuals/single family can be taken up under this programme. 

6. Under SDP works sanctioned are required to be completed within the same 

financial year or within one year from the date of sanction. The phasing of 

work and financial sanction for more than one financial year is not 

permissible.  

3. Vidhayak Keshetra Vikas Nidhi Yojana (VKVNY) : 

     To strengthen the decentralization process, the State Government has started 

a scheme “Vidhayak Keshetra Vikas Nidhi Yojana” from 1999-2000. This scheme 

was discontinued in the year, 2001-2002 but restarted in 2003-04 with a budget 

provision of Rs. 24.00 lakh per constituency. Under this program, Rs 13854.36 lakh 

was released to all non-tribal districts during the year 2023-24. In view of the damage 

caused due to heavy rains in the state, the State Government gave special relaxation 

in the guidelines of this program and allowed reconstruction of retaining wall/breast 

wall and channelization of Nullahas among the works acceptable under this 

programme. Under this program, one time amount of Rs 568.43 lakh was released to 

the tribal districts during 2023-24. Making additional provisions in the guidelines of 

this programme, the Government, vide this office letter no. PLG(F)RDP/5-1/2022-

23-VKVNY dated 30th January, 2024 has decided to include the work of installation/ 

replacement of overhead and underground power cables in urban and rural areas only 

for community, along with making provision of funds for completion of incomplete 

works under Mukhyamatri Lok Bhawan Yojna. A budget provision of Rs. 15000.00 

lakh has been kept for the financial year 2024-25 under this scheme. 

 

The other scheme/works of the following nature can be under-taken under this 

programme:- 

1. Construction of rooms in Educational Institutions.

2. Construction of Ayurvedic Dispensaries, Veterinary Institutions & Health 

Sub- Centres etc. 

3. Installation of Hand Pumps. 

4. Construction of Motorable / Jeepable link roads in rural areas. 

5. Construction of Community Bhawans which can be used for different 

institution or celebration at village level.  

6. Provision of apparatus in Health Institutions which are not already available 

there such of as X-Ray Plants, Ultrasound machines and ECG machines etc. 

7. Purchase of Ambulance for Health Institutions subject to the condition that           

concerned institution/ department should have full provision for recurring 

expenditure on it. 

8. Construction of small bridge/ culverts on rural roads and foot bridges on 

different       khads, streams etc. 

9. Construction of metalled rural paths (concrete based or black topped), on   

which two-wheeler vehicles could be plied. 

10. Water supply schemes for left out hamlets where there is necessity of public 

taps by providing additional pipes.    

11. Irrigation schemes at local level. 

12. Construction of Toilets in schools and construction of public toilets & 

bathrooms in the bus stands. 

13. Electrification of left out houses in remote/ rural areas (LT Extensions).  

14. Maintenance of school buildings and construction of school playgrounds. 

15. Construction of Gym centre in Panchayats & urban areas.  

16. Construction and maintenances of Bus Stands.  

17. In rural and urban areas, maintenance of Government buildings such as 

Ayurvedic dispensaries, Veterinary dispensaries, Health Institutions, 

Community Bhawan, Education Institutions etc. 

18. Repair and maintenance of roads in rural and urban areas.  

19. WiFi facilities (non-recurring expenditure). 

20. Sanction of various facilities like sitting arrangements for students in the 

schools, sports kits/equipments in schools, beds and blankets in the 

hospitals, replacement of motor pumps for water supply. 

21. Provision for Grant to registered Mahila Mandals for purchase of utensils 

and furniture and grant to registered Yuvak Mandals for purchase of Sports 

equipment’s and also grant to registered Self Help Groups for purchase of 
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above items (Maximum Rs. 50,000/- per Mahila Mandal/ Yuvak Mandal/ 

Self Help Group). 

22. Construction of Shaheedi Dwars in commemorating the sacrifices of 

martyrs. 

23.  MLAs can recommend funds from their own funds (up to Rs. 15 lakh) to 

further expand the community hall to be built under the “Mukhyamantri 

Lok Bhawan” programme. 

24. The work of installation/ replacement of overhead and underground power 

cables in urban and rural areas only for community benefit. 

25. MLAs can recommend funds for completion of incomplete works under 

Mukhyamatri Lok Bhawan Yojna. 

26.  The Hon’ble MLAs can make recommendations for construction of houses 

for any category of beneficiaries as per the guidelines of ‘Mukhya Mantri 

Awas Yojana', under the scheme. 

 

4.  Mukhya Mantri Gram Path Yojana (MMGPY): 

            To provide connectivity to villages from nearby motorable roads, 

Kuchha Paths in rural areas are made Pucca. Beside this, construction of small 

culverts/ bridges for providing all weather connectivity to the people residing in far 

flung areas is taken up under the scheme. The State Government has permitted 

construction of jeepable/tractorable link roads upto 2.00 km owing to hilly and 

difficult geographical areas. Mukhya Mantri Gram Path Yojna was launched during 

the year 2002-03 in the Pradesh for non-tribal areas. Under this program, Rs 891.00 

lakh was released to all non-tribal districts during the year 2023-24. A budget 

provision of Rs. 980.10 lakh has been kept for the financial year 2024-25 under this 

scheme. 

Salient features of this programme are given below: 

1. Under this scheme, allocation of funds to the districts is made based on 

total rural population and total number of inhabited villages in the district 

on 50:50 ratios as per 1991 census. 

2.  Under the programme neither recurring expenditure / liability can be 

created, nor construction of kutcha path is allowed. 
 

3. The works executed out of this scheme fund will be maintained by the 

concerned Panchayats from their own resources / revenue. Affidavit to this 

effect is to be obtained from the concerned Panchayats before the sanction 

of work. 

4. Only those developmental works should be considered for execution 

where estimates and designs are technically approved by the Rural 
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Development Department J.E./A.E./XEN according to their technical 

powers. 

5. Under this programme the schemes / works to be implemented are to be 

approved by the District Level Planning, Development and 20-Point 

Programme Review Committee.  

6. The works are to be completed within the sanctioned amount and no 

additional / revised sanction of funds will be permitted.  

7. The road alignment should be got approved from the PWD, so that the 

Jeepable roads can be later on upgraded into normal Bus roads, as per the 

PWD norms. 

   

5. Member of Parliament Local Area Development Scheme (MPLADS): 
 

     Member of Parliament Local Area Development Scheme is governed by a 

set of guidelines, which were first issued in February, 1994 and have since been 

revised from time to time. The Ministry of Statistics & Programme Implementation 

has released the latest revised guidelines, which have become effective from 1st 

April, 2023. The entire process of fund flow under the new guidelines will operate 

on an IT platform (E-SAKSHI), which will allow to monitor the status of the funds 

and works of all the stakeholders including Hon'ble Members of Parliament and 

Central and State Government agencies. Under this scheme, MPs recommend works 

of developmental nature to be taken up in their constituencies as well as works of 

national priorities. Rs 5.00 Crore per MP per annum is allowed to be released by 

Government of India for various works on the recommendations of the Hon’ble MP. 

One day workshop was organised in Shimla on revised fund flow procedure and 

revised MPLADS Guidelines on 5th March,2024.

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V.  Externally Aided Project (EAP) & Innovation Division : 

 

1. Externally Aided Projects (EAPs): 

 

Externally Aided Projects (EAPs) play very important role to supplement 

State’s own resources. EAPs are especially important for a hilly state like Himachal 

Pradesh which is amongst the eleven special category states and get loan component 

of funds under EAPs in the 90:10 ratio of grant and loan from GoI.  
  

Externally Aided Project (EAP) Division in the Planning Department has 

been assigned the task of analyzing the project proposals of different departments 

submitted for seeking funding from external agencies. These project proposals are 

examined   keeping   in view the technical, administrative, managerial and  financial  

aspects in  relation  to  the  socio-economic  coverage  and overall resource position 

of  the  State. Besides this, the division also reviews and monitors the progress of all 

the EAPs being implemented in the State.  This division serves as a single window 

for the different donors for identification, appraisal, and feedback in respect of 

EAPs. Administrative Secretary (Planning), Government of HP has been declared as 

State Nodal Officer for all Externally Aided Projects (EAPs) in Himachal Pradesh.  
 

 The State Government is implementing Externally Aided Projects (EAPs) in 

the sectors of Public Works, Forestry, Irrigation & Public Health, Power, 

Agriculture, Horticulture, Urban Development etc. The implementation of these 

projects would help in achieving the objectives of increasing productivity and 

raising the quality of life especially of the rural masses. 
 

 A Preliminary Project Report (PPR) is required to be prepared with tentative 

financial details before a project is submitted to GoI for external assistance on the 

formats prescribed for external assistance from External Donor Agencies. The 

necessary guidelines in this regard are circulated to all the departments from time to 

time for compliance. As per guidelines of Government of India for posing, 

implementation and monitoring of externally aided projects, all such proposals are 

being reviewed/approved by a State Level Screening Committee before sending the 

proposals to GoI. 
 

 From 1st November 2018 onwards, in case of State Sector, project proposals are 

to be submitted online through a web portal of Department of Economic Affairs 

(DEA) for seeking external assistance from External Donor Agencies. Adviser 

(Planning) has been nominated as State Nodal Authority for operationalization of 

this portal. Planning Department has accordingly revised the existing guidelines by 

preparing comprehensive & simplified guidelines and procedure for preparing State 

Sector proposals for further posing them to GoI through online portal for funding.

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VI. NABARD – RIDF Division: 

Rural Infrastructure Development Fund Programme under NABARD 

extending loan assistance to the State Governments for the completion of ongoing 

projects/ Really New Schemes in the areas of Medium and Minor Irrigation, Soil 

Conservation and other Rural Infrastructure Development Projects like Rural Roads 

and Market Yards, have been implemented  since RIDF-I (1995-96).

2024-25 were convened under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister HP on 

29th and 30th January, 2024 and the minutes of these meetings have been issued to 

all the concerned departments for taking further action.   
 

3. As per the approved policy of the State Government, total six schemes under RNS 

were prioritized and allowed to include by the Hon’ble MLAs under three sectors 

i.e. Roads & Bridges, Minor Irrigation and Rural Drinking Water 

Supply/Sewerage Schemes till the completion of financial year 2023-24. As per 

decision taken in the MLA Priority Meeting held on 29th and 30th January, 2024, 

the State Government has decided that now only 05 MLA Priority Schemes 

instead of 06 MLA Priority Schemes will be prioritize by the Hon’ble MLAs from 

the financial year 2024-25 under development Heads i.e., Roads & Bridges, 

Minor Irrigation, Rural Drinking Water Supply/Sewerage Schemes “Really 

New Schemes (RNS), Repair & Maintenance and Electric Bus Service 

including Charging Station (on any five routes where HRTC diesel buses are 

already running). However, Hon’ble MLAs may change inter sectoral priorities 

with in the three sectors i.e., Roads & Bridges, Minor Irrigation, Rural 

Drinking Water Supply/Sewerage Schemes “Really New Schemes (RNS) or 

he may give three priorities in one or two or three sectors. One Priority related to 

Repair & Maintenance (in any one sector from above mentioned three sectors) 

and only one priority can be including Charging Station for running Electric 

Buses under the Transport Department.  
 

4. Accordingly, MLAs priorities were collected, consolidated and finally printed as 

“uo O;; vuqlwph ds ifjf’k”V ekuuh; fo/kk;dksa }kjk fufnZ”V izkFkfedrk,a 

o”kZ 2024&25”. It is one of the Documents for 2024-25 Budget.    
 

5. The works related to MLAs priority are of varied nature. Various proposals for 

substitution of schemes were received from the various Hon’ble MLAs during the 

financial year 2023-24. Actions on the substitution proposals were taken as per 

approved policy of the State Government. Implementing departments were asked 

to take the follow-up actions accordingly. Concerned MLAs were also informed 

about the decisions taken in each substitution case.

Works related to Aspirational District Program 

and Aspirational Block Program are also being executed through the respective 

District Planning Cells. The collection of data for evaluation studies carried out by 

the department are also collected through District Planning Cells at district level. 

District Planning Cells have been assigned the job of monitoring and reviewing of 

ongoing Plan Schemes, 20-Point Programme and all decentralized programmes 

mentioned above through District Planning, Development and Twenty Point 

Programme Review Committees on quarterly basis. District Planning Officers 

function as Public Information Officer of Planning Department at district level.
